Entrance Fee: 50,000 Baht (non-refundable, paid upon acceptance). 
Deposit: 40,000 Baht (refundable upon graduation or withdrawal with specified notice dates and no
outstanding dues).

For Second Child: 50% discount on entrance and deposit fee and 10% discount on tuition fee. 
For Third / Subsequent Child: Entrance and deposit fee waived and 15% discount on tuition fee.
Late Entry: Annual tuition fees for students entering after each term commencement will be discounted.

Tuition Fee Discount: 8% discount upfront rate if the full year’s Tuition Fee is paid in advance. 
Included in the tuition fee: Morning snacks and lunch for Kindergarten, Primary, and Secondary Students,
learning materials, local school trips, club and workbooks. 
Not included in the tuition fee: Afternoon snacks, EAL Programme, IEP Programme, selected after-school
clubs, school uniforms and PE kits, residential trips, and school bus transportation.

FURTHER INFORMATION

English as Additional Language (EAL): For G1 to G6 students identified as needing EAL support.This support
will be in small group sessions and one-on-one interventions. There is a charge of 42,000 Baht per year per
programme.

Intensive English Programme (IEP): For potential students who do not yet meet the English requirements for
regular classes at Finnway, our IEP at Finnway Connect provides personalised support, available for both short-
term and long-term enrolment with an additional cost of 65,000 Baht for G1-G3 and 70,000 Baht for G4-G6 per
year.

STUDENT WITHDRAWAL POLICY

100% Refund: If withdrawal is notified at least 30 days before the start of the school term (including
weekends), 100% of the tuition fees will be refunded. 

The refund will be processed within 7 business days after the end of the next school term.

50% Refund: If withdrawal is notified between 29 days before the start of the school term and the
student has attended school for no more than 29 days of the term, 50% of the tuition fees will be
refunded.

The refund will be processed within 7 business days after the end of the next school term.

No Refund: If withdrawal is notified on or after the 30th day of the school term (including weekends), no
refund will be provided.

After-School Activities Fees: Fees for after-school activities are non-refundable under any
circumstances.

Intermission Leave Requests: Written notice is required before the semester begins. A fee of 5,000
Baht per term is charged. A maximum of two (2) consecutive terms is accepted, but only on approval by
the relevant Head of Department. The deposit will only be refundable if the student resumes school
after the approved intermission leave.

Eligibility for a deposit refund requires that the student has completed a minimum of one (1) academic
year or three (3) full academic terms of enrolment at the school.
A refund of the student deposit will be considered upon submission of a written withdrawal notice at least
thirty (30) days prior to the end of the school term or the student’s final day of attendance, whichever
occurs first.
The deposit refund will be processed within thirty (30) working days following the end of the school term
in which the student’s final attendance occurs, as stated on the submitted Withdrawal Form.
Students withdrawing from the school must settle all outstanding financial obligations and return all
school property prior to the release of academic records. This includes, but is not limited to, textbooks,
library books, and other school materials.
Note:
Any outstanding fees, charges, or liabilities owed to the school will be deducted from the deposit prior to
refund processing.

TUITION FEE REFUND:

BILLING
Tuition and fees: Paid termly or annually. An 8% discount applies for annual payments, except for students
receiving sibling discounts. Termly payments must be made by the due date specified on the invoice. For new
enrolments, payment is required immediately upon receipt of the invoice if joining mid-term. 
Overdue Payments: Payments overdue by the due date incur a 1.25% monthly surcharge. The school reserves
the right to withhold school documents and reports and take legal action for unpaid fees.
